As a traveler
among other travelers, he should know where is he heading, because L
life is a longer and more deserving journey.

* You cannot find a sufficiently convincing answer but in Islam, as it
introduces man to his Creator, clarifies the right path that brings him
closer to his Lord and explains what's going to happen after death.
This guarantees happiness and tranquility for a Muslim.

* Verily, Islam is a religion that is preserved forever. The Noble Quran,
with which Islam has a distinguished trait is incomparable to that of
any other book or scripture. Up till now, all teachings of the Prophet,
may Allah exalt his mention, are preserved and intact. In addition,
Islam is a complete and comprehensive statute which includes every
affair and interest of mankind. It urges him to seek every beneficial
and useful knowledge. It enjoins only goodness and combats only
evil. Besides, it is simple in it enforces justice and spreads love among
people.

» Upon becoming a Muslim , one is completely forgiven for all the past .
sins. Verily! Islam expiates all previous sins and whoever embraces
Islam is like a newly born child(free from sin). Moreover, Allah will
accept and preserve the good deeds, like charity,one used to offer
before embracing Islam. Certainly, Allah, the Most Exalted, has
privileged this religion with the muitiplication of reward to many folds.

The Basic Islamic Lessons
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THE EXCELLENCY OF LEARNING ISLAM

+ Allah has created you to worship Him Alone, as Allah, the Glorified,
says, " And I created not the jinn and mankind except that they should
worship Me (Alone). I seek not any provision from them nor do I ask
that they should feed me. Verily, Allah is the All-Provider, Owner of
Power, the Most Strong™ (V.56-58: 51).

» Hence, in order to worship Allah (in the manner He wants), it is
essential that you must learn the teachings of Islam.

« It is obligatory that you learn about Islam, which you have adopted
as a religion, in order to confidently answer whosoever may ask you,
“Why did you choose Islam as your religion?”

* In order to provoke desire in others to embrace Islam, it is essential
that you learn Islam yourself and understand it adequately.

* You will have the grand success unto Allah if you become more
knowledgeable and learned about Islam. Your Prophet, may Allah
exalt his mention, says, “If Allah wants to do good to a person, He e
makes him comprehend the religion®, (Bukhari). The Prophet also
gives you this good tiding, "Allah will pave a path to Paradise for him/
her who pursues a path to seek religeous knowledge", (Muslim).

"~ THE TESTIMONY OF FAITH

e “ASH-HADU AN LAA ILAHA ILLALLAH, WA ASH HADU ANNA
MOHAMMADAN RASOOLULLAH". Once you have articulated this
testimony, knowing its meaning, and fully confirming the belief in its
two segments, you immediately become a Muslim even if this
testimony was not publicly professed.

* The meaning of the 1% segment: “LA-ILAHA ILLALLAH™:

It means the determined belief that there is no God who has the
right to be worshipped except Allah because He is the Creator of
everything that exists. He does not beget nor was He begotten and P
there is nothing that resembles Him in His Ownself, Attributes, and
Perfectness. Anything other than Him can neither create nor possess

the authority to provide benefit or inflict harm, or knows the unseen.
Hence, supplications or prostrations or any other act of worship must

not be devoted but to Allah Alone.

The Basic Islamic Lessons
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* The meaning of the 2"! segment: "MOHAMMADAN RASOOLULLAH":
It means the determined belief that Mohammad, the son of Abdullah, <
from the Arab tribe “"Quraish", is a Messenger sent by Allah to deliver
the message of Islam to all mankind. He is the last of all Messengers
and Prophets of Allah, and it is obligatory to believe, follow and love
him. It will be incorrect that we worship Allah, but only with what this
Messenger, may Allah exalt his mention, has preached.

" THE SALAH (PRAYER)

* Prayer or Salah is a daily act of worship, wherein we exhibit our
submissiveness and glorify our Creator and Benefactor so that He
may draw us closer, reward us with the best recompense, forgive us
for our sins and increase our steadiness on Islam.

¢ Each day you pray five times.:

1. Early-morning prayer (Fajr): It consists of two rak'as (two bowing
positions). Its time starts with the end of night and the first appearance
of dawn light and remains till sunrise.

2. Noon prayer (Dhuhr): It consists of four rak'as (four bowing
positions). Its time starts as soon as the sun passes the zenith (Zawal)
and remains till the mid of the duration between (Zawal) and sunset.

3. Afternoon prayer (Asr): it consists of four rak'as (four bowing
positions). Its time starts once the time for (Dhuhr) prayer is over
and remains till sunset.

4. Sunset prayer (Magrib): it consists of three rak'as (three bowing
positions). Its time starts once the sun sinks into the western horizon
and remains till the disappearance of twilight and appearance of
complete darkness. .

5. Evening prayer (Isha): it consists of four rak'as (four bowing
positions). Its time starts after the time for Magrib prayer has finished
and remains till midnight.

The Basic Islamic Lessons
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* Friday prayer (Jumu'ah:) it consists of two rak'as (two bowing
positions). It is performed instead of noon prayer “Dhuhr" and it is -
obligatory to perform this prayer in the mosque with other prayer -
offering fellows. Yet, if one misses this prayer, he must perform four
rak'as, just as he would offer the usual daily noon prayer.

* There are other prayers that are optional to perform, but great reward
is granted upon observing them. They are as follows:

Two rak'as before the early-morning prayer (Fajr).

Four rak'as (i.e. two separate rak'as followed by another separate
two) before noon prayer (Dhuhr) and two after it. Two rak'as after
sunset prayer (Magrib). Two rak'as after evening prayer (Isha). Four
rak'as (i.e. two separate followed by another separate two) after Friday
prayer (Jumu'ah). After the optional prayer following evening prayer
(Isha), there is another optional prayer called “Witr". There is no fixed
number for its rak'as but the least is one rak'ah only.

When you enter the mosque, it is confirmedly recommended that
you offer a salutatory prayer of two rakah's before you sit.

PURIFICATION

* When you intend to offer prayer, it is obligatory that you maintain a
state of purification as a sign of Greatness of your Lord, the One for
whom you are going to offer the prayer.

e Purification is maintained by observing Wudhu (ablution) in the way
prescribed by Allah, in the sixth verse of the fifth chapter in the Noble
Quran. Allah says, " O you who believe!, when you intend to offer
As-Salat (the prayer):

1) " Wash your faces"; and this includes rinsing the mouth, sniffing
water and then blowing it out through the nose.

2) “And your hands up to the elbows"; and this requires washing both
arms up to the elbows and it is recommended that one begins with
the right arm then washes the left one.

3) “ And wipe (by passing wet hands over) your heads". The verse
includes wiping the entire head and the ears which are part of it.

4) “And (wash) your feet up to the ankles"; and this requires washing
both feet up to the ankles. Again, it is commendable that you wash
the right foot before the left one.

* It is necessary to observe the above sequence, concerning these
four parts, in Wudhu.

The Basic Islamic Lés§6ns
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* In the following cases, ablution is not enough, hence the entire body
must be washed for prayer:

1) After having sexual intercourse.

2) Following seminal discharge.

3) At the end of the menstrual period (for ladies)
4) At the end of post-natal bleeding (for ladies)

* When you have become clean and purified you do not have to repeat
purification for every prayer as long as your state of Wudhu has not
been invalidated by any of the nullifiers:

1- All excretions of the private parts (the genitals and the anus) such as
urine, stool, wind, sperm and blood.

2- Having sexual intercourse.

3- Directly touching the private parts (the genitals and anus) with hand.
4- Insanity due to sound sleep, unconsciousness and intoxication.

5- Eating camel's meat.

HOW TO PERFORM SALAH (PRAYER)

* Firstly: make sure that it is time for the intended payer (as mentioned
above).

* Secondly: make sure that you are clean and purified and that you
have no impurities (e.g. urine, blood, or stool) on your body, clothes
and the place you are going to use for prayer.

* Thirdly: make sure that your coverable parts are covered from the
knees up to the navel. It is not allowed for you to pray if any portion
of these coverable parts of the body is exposed. The woman must
cover the entire body except the face and palms.

The Basic Islamic Lessons b
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» When you intend to pray, face the Ka'bah (i.e. Makkah). This is the
sacred mosque which Allah has chosen for Muslims to face for every
prayer. Two Prophets, Ibrahim and Isma'eel , may Allah bestow peace
upon them, built the Ka'bah in compliance with Allah's command to
do so.

 Stand straight for prayer and say, "Allahu Akbar" and it is better while
saying this to gently raise the arms near the shoulders, with spread
hands facing forwards. Then lower them and place them on your
chest- the right hand on the left. Keep your eyes focused on the spot
you'll prostrate on during the prayer.

* After saying, * Allahu Akbar", recite the Fatihah (i.e. the first chapter
in the Noble Quran). It is recommended to recite any excerpt or
chapter you memorize from the Quran after the Fatihah.

« Bow forward and say “Allahu Akbar" while bowing, keep your back
straight and even with your head. You should have both hands
clutching your knees. You say in bowing this supplication, "Subhana
Rabbiyal Azeem". When bowing, it is better to raise the hands and
lower them as before.

» Then stand upright and steady saying, * Sami’ Allahuliman Hamidah™
and “Rabbana Walakalhamd". Again it is preferable to raise the arms,
lower them, and place them on your chest as before.

 Prostrate saying, “Allahu Akbar" by kneeling on your knees and placing
your forehead, nose, palms, and toes of your feet on the ground,
and say “Subhana Rabiyal Alaa".

* Sit down saying, “Allahu Akbar". Then utter this supplication, "Rab
Ighfirlee®.

* Prostrate again and do as you have done in the former prostration.

« This is one complete rak'ah. After it, stand up saying, "Allahu Akbar"
and then recite the chapter of Al-Fatihah and do what you have done
in the former rak'ah. When you are finished with the second prostration
of this second rak'ah,

The Basic Islamic Lessons
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* Sit down saying, “"Allahu Akbar" and then verbalize the Tashahhud by
saying: -

* Attahiyatulillahi wassalawatu wattayibat.
Assalamu ‘alaika ayyuha nabeeyu warahamatullhi wabarakatuh.
Assalamu ‘alaina wa ‘ala ‘ibadulluhissaliheen.

Ash-hadu an la ilaha ilallah, wa ash-hadu anna Mohammadan ‘abduhu
warasooluh.

Allahumma salli ‘ala Mohammadin wa ‘ala aali Mohammad.

Kama sallaita' ala Ibraheema wa ‘ala aali Ibraheema innaka
hameeddun majeed.

Wa baarik ‘ala Mohammadin wa ‘ala aali Mohammad, Kama baarakta
‘ala Ibraheema wa ‘ala aali Ibraheema innaka hamiddun majeed.

* Now salute by turning your face to the right hand side saying,
“Assalamu alaikum warahmatullah™ then turning your face to the left
hand side saying, "Assalamu alaikum wa rahamatullah®. In this way
you have completed your prayer assuming that it consisted of only
two rak'as, as in the early-morning prayer (Fajr) for instance.

* If the prayer consists of more than two rak'as, immediately stand up
after having verbalized the Tashahhud- before salutation- saying, "
Allahu Akbar". Recite the Fatihah chapter, then bow, and do as you
have done in the previous rak'ah. If the prayer happens to be a sunset
(Magrib) prayer, this third rak'ah is sufficient, hence sit for Tashahhud
and salute as before.

However, if the prayer consists of four rak'as, like (Dhuhr), (Asr) and
(Isha), stand up after completing the third one and perform a fourth
rak'ah like the third one. Then sit down, verbalize the Tashahhud
and finally salute as before.

* For greater reward, males must be covetous to observe their prayers
in the Mosque with other prayer-offering fellows. You must imitate
and follow your Imam'’s (i.e. the leader in prayer) physical movements.
Listen to his recitation even if you haven' finished reciting the Fatihah.
Never anticipate the imam's movements nor concomitantly imitate
his movements. Just try to follow without unnecessary delay.

You may ask what procedures you are supposed to follow if it happens
that you arrive after the people in the mosque have engaged in a
prayer.

The Basic Islamic Lessons
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* [fyou still haven't memorized the Fatihah chapter, recite which ever -
is possible for you, even a single verse from the Holy Quran. And if
you haven't memorized anything from the Holy Quran or don't even
know the Tashahhud or the other supplications of Salah, just
repeatedly verbalize, “Subhanallah®, “alhamdulillah®, “la ilaha illallah®,
“allahu akbar", “lahola walaquwata illabillah". Say what you can of
these words of Allah's praise and never abandon prayer even if you
don't know what to say in it.

" THE NULLIFIERS OF SALAH

The following factors nullify your Salah:

]

Intentionally turning your whole body from the Qiblah.

Intentionally talking unapproved things in Salah. But if you talked
out of forgetfulness or ignorance, your prayer will not be invalidated.

Laughing in Salah.

The Basic Islamic Lessons
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" THE PILLARS OF ISLAM i

There are five important explicit acts of worship that constitute the basic
cornerstones of Islam. They are known as “The Pillars of Islam" and
they are as follows:

1) The Testimony of Faith. As mentioned earlier in this book, this
testimony consists of two segments. Still, it is only the key to
Islam.

2) Salah or prayer. As mentioned earlier, a Muslim is required to offer
five obligatory daily prayers.

3) Zakah or poor-tax. It means the act of giving out a fixed amount of
wealth to the needy as a kind of thank and gratitude for Allah's favors.
It is a participation in raising and encouraging benevolent deeds in
society. Islam has prescribed and defined the amount of this Zakah, .
when it is given out, and to whom it is to be given.

4) Sawm or Fasting. It means abstaining from eating, drinking, and
sexual intercourse from dawn to sunset throughout the month of
Ramadan (i.e. the ninth lunar month). It is the month in which the
Noble Quran was revealed to our Prophet Mohammad, may Allah
exalt his mention. By fasting this month, one shows total submission
and obedience to Allah, appreciates His kindness towards him, and
sympathizes with the needy and destitute. Consequently, besides
helping the needy, one is expected to thank Allah for His bounty and
generosity.

5) Hajj or Pilgrimage. This means traveling to Makkah (i.e. the Ka'bah
and Noble places nearby) to perform specific rituals in compliance
with Allah's command to do so. This worship is done during a
specified period prescribed at the end of the lunar year. Hajj is ‘
obligatory only once in a lifetime upon every Muslim who is financially
and physically capable to perform it. It is a universal congregation
where all Muslims meet, know and encourage one another. S
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" THE PILLARS OF FAITH &

The most important beliefs every Muslim must know and determinedly
believe in are six:

* Believing in Allah The Exalted. That is to believe in the indisputable
fact that Allah truly exists above the heavens, and that He is the Creator
and Originator of everything. That He is the Total Owner of everything
in the universe and the One who stands in no need of anyone/thing.
The All-Knower of everything and the One who is able to do all things.
He is the Complete and Great in His Names, Attributes, and disposals.
He is not begotten nor does/did He beget. He has no wife and there
is nothing unto like Him at all. He is the only God and everything
other than Him is a slave at His disposal.

Believing in the Angels. That they are virtuous, sublime, and
wonderful creations of Allah. We must believe that they are very great
in number and execute various tasks in this universe by Allah's
command, like bringing down divine inspiration to the Prophets and
recording the deeds of human beings.

Believing in the Divine Books and Scriptures. That Allah has
revealed books to some of his Messengers in order to deliver them
to all mankind. Among these books is the Torah revealed to Moses
and the Gospel revealed to Jesus, peace be upon them all. The last
of these books is the Noble Quran, which Allah has revealed via
inspiration to Mohammad, may Allah exalt his mention, by the
trustworthy angel Gabriel. Thus, the Noble Quran has replaced and
abrogated all previous books and scriptures. Hence, we must believe
in all the books but worship Allah only according to the Noble Quran.

* Believing in the Messengers. Believing that Allah has sent divinely
inspired men as Messengers exhorting all mankind to worship Allah
Alone, like Noah, Abraham, Moses, and Jesus peace be upon them
all. We must believe in all of them, but we only obey and follow the
last of all Prophets, Mohammad, the Arab Messenger born in Makkah
more than five hundred and seventy years after Jesus' birth, and the
last of all Messengers and Prophets, may Allah exalt their mention.
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* Believing in The Last Day. Believing that Allah will resurrect all “
mankind after they have died, question them and either reward or
punish them. The righteous believers who obey Allah will enter
Paradise while the disbelievers and disobeyers will suffer in Hell Fire.
Life in the Hereafter is eternal and no one will ever die. " O Allah give
us good in this world and good in the Hereafter and protect us from
the torment of Hell Fire" V.201: 2.

* Believing in predestination. Believing that Allah had wisely
recorded and predestined every single thing that transpires in the
universe long before they took place. Hence, every thing that happens
is fully known by Allah, the Omniscient, and never takes place without
Allah's permission. Even matters of faith and disbelief, sustenance
and adversity, life and death (for a just and wise purpose) never take
place without Allah's permission or happen in absence of His
encompassing knowledge. They are all recorded and written in a
book which Allah has kept safe. In addition, man's conduct, behavior,
and decisions are all controlled and adapted to meet these accurately
premeditated decrees of Allah.

TAWHEED (ISLAMIC MONOTHEISM)

* The most fundamental cornerstone of Islam is the basic creed of
believing in the Oneness of Allah (Tawheed). On the contrary, the
most terrible blasphemy is the gross sin of polytheism or (Shirk) (i.e.
setting partners or intermediaries with Allah). The Muslim must believe
that Allah is the only true God and that He is the only One who creates,
possesses, knows the unseen, brings to life, causes death and
disposes the entire affairs of this universe. The Muslim must also
believe that Allah has not any partner that resembles Him in his
Names, Attributes, greatness, and disposals for He was not begotten
nor did/does He beget.

¢ The Muslim must believe that Allah is the only true God who exclusively
deserves to be worshipped. Therefore, you must not sacrifice,
prostrate, or supplicate to other than Allah or ask provision or help
from anyone/thing else except Allah, no matter how righteous, pious,
and high-ranking this person may be. The Muslim must believe that
no one has absolute authority to provide benefit or inflict harm but
Allah. 1t is totally prohibited to seek refuge, protection, or help from
Prophets, Angels, saints, fortunetellers, birds, charms, amulets, stars,
planets, or anything/one else. The Muslim must not perform worship
for the sake of receiving other people's compliments and praise nor
must he abandon Allah's law and resort to another.
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Moreover, every Muslim must not think that Allah's law is similar or s
comparable to any other law. Furthermore, a Muslim must not swear *
by other than Allah or call someone by a name that enslaves him to
other than Allah, like Abdulnabi (i.e. the slave of the Prophet) or
Abdulhussain (i.e. the slave of Al-Hussain).

FOLLOWING THE PROPHET

* Merely worshipping Allah is not enough. You need to know how to
worship Allah in the manner He has ordained. A Muslim must not
innovate* a worship that Allah has not legislated. As a Muslim, you
must learn the behavior, conduct, and lifestyle of the Prophet, may
Allah exalt his mention, and apply such knowledge with full submission
and consent because the Prophet's way is the best way. It is worth
mentioning that one would be accusing Islam of incompleteness and
the Prophet of nonfeasance if he/she performed a worship in a manner .
that he did not preach.

* Innovation means: the act of bringing in, inventing, practicing, or
introducing novel rituals, practices, or concepts that were not done,
preached, or approved by the Prophet, may Allah exalt his mention.

PROHIBITIONS IN ISLAM

* Allah is the All Wise. He never prohibits something unless it is harmful
to man.

* Therefore, the Muslim's true faith and love for Allah is reflected in his
refrainment from what Allah has forbidden, even if such refrainment
confronts one's own wishes and inherent lusts. The Muslim must
always seek to please Allah and give precedence to what pleases
Allah over what pleases him/herself.

* Some of the major sins in Islam are as follows:

1) Shirk (polytheism) as mentioned earlier.
2) Deriding, mocking, ridiculing Islam, or hating it.

5) Dissatisfaction with Allah's decrees or cursing of time (because of
misfortune, calamity, or failure to succeed).
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4)  Legalizing the forbidden or forbidding the legal and disputing over 4
what you do not know about Islam. -

5) Innovating in Islam (e.g. vocalizing one's intention to pray,
celebrating the birth of the Prophet, celebrating the night of mid-
Sha'baan, the night of Al-Isra wal Mi'raj, and the night of Al-Qadr
in Ramamdan...etc)

6)  Cursing or insulting any of the Prophet's companions.
7)  Augury and witchcraft.

8) Not observing prayer in its prescribed time and not offering it in
the Masjid (for men).

9)  Not giving out the obligatory Zakah (poor-tax).
10) Inexcusably not observing fasting in Ramadan.
11) Suicide and murder.

12) Fleeing from enemies in the battle.

13) Fornication, sodomy, and masturbation.

14) Falsely accusing others of fornication.

15) Consuming the orphan's wealth and exercising injustice against
him.

16) Riba or usury (e.g. to loan someone 100 $ for 110 $ on credit).
17) Bribery.
18) Gambling.

19) Theft, damaging entrusted property, not paying debts, and any
wrongful way of acquiring wealth.

20) Extravagance, misuse and squandering of wealth.
21) Impiety with parents.

22) Harming or offending relatives.
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25) Harming or offending neighbors and the public.

24) Vandalizing (i.e. destroying or damaging public places and
facilities).

25) Oppressing others, exercising injustice against them and abetting
the oppressor against the oppressed.

26) Torturing animals.

27) Perjury and concealment of truth.

28) Telling lies, breaking promises, and forgery.
29) Treachery, disloyalty, and disclosing secrets.
50) Envy.

51) Arrogance and deriding others.

52) Backbiting and gossiping.

33) Music.

54) Alcohol and drugs.

55) Eating the meat of dead animals, blood, or any filthy and repulsive
substance. 3

56) Eating pork, dog meat, predacious animals, and birds of prey.
57) Eating an animal slaughtered for other than Allah.
58) Keeping a dog without a legitimate excuse for doing so.

39) Wearing, hanging, or using the Christian cross and any other non-
Islamic symbols.

40) Wearing gold and silk (for men) and letting garments below ankle-
level. On the other hand, it is permissible for women to wear gold,
silk and have their garments below ankle-level.

* It is worth emphasizing that Islam considers all dealings, acts, and
transactions as lawful as long as there aren't any evidences that prove
their illegality. Hence, Islam specifies what's forbidden and when it
abstains from passing a ruling about something it is regarded as
lawful.
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MANNERS AND MORALS

* Islam enjoins good morality and character and equilibrates the
reward and status of such to that of prayer and fasting.

* Here are some meritorious traits that should characterize the
personality of every Muslim:

1) Truthfulness.

2) Honesty and loyalty.

3) Chastity and bashfulness.
4) Patience and gentleness.
5) Forgiveness and peacemaking.

6) Humbleness, mercifulness, and kindness.
7) Generosity and hospitality.
8) Justice.

9) Strength of will, dignity,
and bravery.

10) Fortitude and perseverance.

11) Hygiene and smart visage.
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ETHICS AND DAILY CONDUCT

* The Muslim is always clean, likes to smell pleasant, and regularly
brushes his teeth using the Siwak or toothbrush. He trims his nails,
circumcises, removes pubic and armpit hair. He thoroughly shortens
his moustache and never shaves or shortens some part of the head
and leaves the other. He keeps fit and healthy and never imitates
disbelievers.

* One fine manner enjoined by Islam is keeping roads and public places
clean, respecting human life, and maintaining public tranquility.

* The Muslim uses his right hand in eating and drinking, giving and
taking, and in all his dealings with others. When observing hygiene
(e.g. Wudhu, bathing, clothing, hair-combing, and hair-shaving), the
Muslim begins with the right organs of his body. Even upon entering
the mosque he puts his right foot first just like what the Prophet, may
Allah exalt his mention, used to do.

* When you intend to sleep, perform Wudhu first then lie on your right
side.

* Say, "Bismillah" (i.e. in the name of Allah) before eating, drinking,
sleeping. You also say so when taking clothes off, mounting an animal
or driving a vehicle, stumbling or tripping over something, having
sexual intercourse with your wife, when slaughtering, performing
Wudhu, entering the house and mosque or going out of either.

* When you finish eating or drinking say, "Alhamdulillah™ (i.e. thanks
and gratitude be to Allah).

* When you sneeze say, "Alhamdulillah™ and when your Muslim brother
says the same after having sneezed you respond by saying,
“Yarhamukallah" (i.e. may Allah have mercy unto you). But if you
sneeze and a Muslim asks mercy for you, then you are to respond by
saying, “Yahdeekallah" (i.e. may Allah guide you to the right path).

* A well-mannered Muslim covers his mouth when yawning. -

* When the Prophet is mentioned at your presence say, “Sallallahu Aleihi
wasallam" (i.e. may Allah exalt his mention).

* You must be in a state of purification when reciting the Quran. Recite
the Quran in the proper manner and when it's being recited at your
presence, listen to it attentively.
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* Once it is time for prayer, walk peacefully to the mosque and make
sure you are clean and well dressed. Avoid bringing any unpleasant
smells with you to the mosque and do not talk about worldly gains as
long s you are in the mosque. It is recommended for Friday prayer
that you wash your body, wear perfume, and listen carefully to the
khutbah (Friday sermon). 7

* A Muslim must always ask for permission before entering other
people's houses or using their belongings.

¢ When you meet a Muslim, shake his hand, smile and, without bowing,
say, "Assalamu Alaikum® (i.e. peace be upon you). If a Muslim greets
you first respond, “Wa Alaikum Assalam" (i.e. peace be with you too).
Again, when you leave say, "Assalamu Alaikum®.

* Islam enjoins these manners: seeing the traveler off, congratulating
Muslims on happy occasions like marriage, birth and success.

* Visit patients and say, “La ba'ss, ttahoor Insha' Allah" (i.e. no harm,
illness is purification form sins, by Allah’s will).

* Ifa calamity inflicts you or any of your beloved ones dies say, “Innalilahi
Wa inna ilaihe Raaji‘oon” (i.e. To Allah we belong, and to Him is our
final return).

* Be kind to your guest, respect the elder, be compassionate with
children, help the needy, and have mercy for animals.

* Apologize to whomever you may have offended and thank whosoever
helped or advised you and say, ‘Jazakallahu Khairan" (i.e. may Allah
reward you well).

* Islam enjoins courtesy while talking or listening to others and asking
them for opinions and suggestions.

* Suppress your anger and if someone enrages you say, "Authu Billahi
Min ashaitani Irrajeem" (i.e. | seek refuge in Allah from the evil of the
Satan).

* Do not change your name just because you have become a Muslim
unless it is considered inappropriate by Islam like Abd Issa (i.e. the
slave of Jesus).

SUPPLICATIONS AND REMEMBRANCE OF ALLAH

* Allah loves the ones who always remember Him, supplicate and invoke
Him and ask Him forgiveness.

* Recite the Noble Quran as much as you can - even if you only knew
short excerpts or chapters - because the Quran is the Word of Allah.

¢ After prayer verbalize, "Astaghffirullah® (i.e. I ask Allah forgivness) three
times and then say, “"Allahumma Antassalam Wa Minkassalam Tabarakta
Yathal Jalali Wal ikram" (i.e. O Allah, you are The Free Of All Defects and
from you comes Peace, may praise be to You the Exalted the Most
Generous). Then say, “"Subhanallah, walhamdulillah, wallahu akbar" thirty
three times for each (i.e. “far be Allah from every imperfection", “thanks
and gratitude are due to Allah", “Allah is the Most Great" respectively).
Then finally say, * La ilaha illallah wahdahu la shareeka lahu, lahul-
mulku wa lahul-hamdu, wahuwa ala kulli shai‘in qadeer" (i.e. There is
no true god but Allah Who has no partner, for Whom is the dominion,
and to Whom thanks and gratitude are due, and He is able to do
everything).

* As farasreward is concerned, the most rewardful word of remembrance
is, "La ilaha illallahu wahdahu lashareeka lahu, lahul-mulku wa lahul-
hamdu wahuwa ala kuli shai'in qadeer" ten times each day.

* Also verbalize this word of remembrance one hundred times each day,
“Subhanallahi wabihamdih® (i.e. far be Allah from every imperfection
and may His praises be glorified)

* The best of supplications is this supplication which Allah has taught us
in the second chapter of the Noble Quran, “Rabbana Atina Fiddunya
Hassanah Wafill Akhirati Hassanah Waqgina Athabannar" (i.e. O Allah give
us good in this world and good in the Hereafter and protect us from the
torment of the Fire), v. 201:2. And also is this supplication from the
third chapter, “Rabbana La Tuzigh qulubana Ba'da Ith Hadaitana Wa
Hablana Min Ladunkka Rahmatan Innaka Antal Wahhab" (i.e. O Lord,
let not our hearts deviate after you have guided us, and grant us mercy
from You. Truly, You are the Bestower), v. 8:3. Also say, "Rabbana innana
Amanna Faghfir Lana Thunubana Wa Kaffir Anna Sayiattina Wagina
Athabannar” (i.e. O Lord we have indeed believed, so forgive us our
sins and save us from the punishment of the Fire), v.16: 3. The Prophet,
may Allah exalt his mention, used to say, “Ya Muqallibal qulub Thabbit
galbi ‘Ala Deenak" (i.e. O (Allah) who has full control of hearts, keep our
hearts firmly steady unto your religion (straight path)).

The Basic Islamic Lessons
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THE WOMAN IN ISLAM

* Islam considers the woman as the partner of the man. He cannot
dispense with her just as she cannot dispense with him. -

* Islam urges every husband to love his wife. It assigns to man the
responsibility of paying dowry and spending on the wife. It also gives
priority to the mother over the father in terms of piety and care.

* Islam gives the woman the right to seek knowledge, acquire and
inherit wealth and the right to accept the fiancé or refuse him.

* Like the man, the woman is created to worship Allah Alone. She is
also required to bring up and educate her children according to the
teachings of Islam. She must obey her husband, be kind to him,
help him to avoid evil and encourage him to do well. As a Muslim,
she is expected to invite others to Islam, enjoin goodness, and combat
evil by all means.

* Like the man, all the regulations and rules of Islam apply to the .
woman as long as Islam does not specifically stipulate that something
pertains to men only.

* The religion of Islam takes into account differences in gender between
man and woman, whether in terms of physical abilities or in terms of
feminine particularities such as menstrual period, childbirth and post-
natal period.

* When the Muslim woman is experiencing menstrual or post-natal
periods, she is forbidden to pray, fast, or have sexual intercourse
with-her husband until the blood of both periods clearly ceases. After
that, she must perform Ghusl (i.e. wash all of her body), then make
up for all the days she did not fast. On the other hand, she does not
make up for the missed prayers at all.

* The religion of Islam keeps the woman's chastity intact by protecting
her from the sin of adultery. Hence, Islam takes precautionary
procedures to protect the Muslim woman by strictly urging her to
wear decent clothes that cover the whole body and, therefore, protect
her from harassment and corruption. She is forbidden to stay or go
out with a man who is not a Mahram (i.e. any man other than her
husband or other than any of the relatives from whom she is forbidden
to marry like her brother, son, uncle).

* A Muslim woman is forbidden to marry a non-Muslim.

IMPORTANT ADVICE

* Islam is your greatest fortune, so do not lose it no matter how others
try to turn you away from it. Be proud that you're a Muslim.

* Nobody is infallible, so do not base your judgments about Islam on
the errors and misconducts of Muslims because a Muslim might,,
sometimes, make mistakes and violate some of the Quran's teachings.

* Your feeling for Muslims and desire to help them indicates the strength
of your faith. Allah, the Exalted, says, “The believers are nothing else
but brothers" v. 10:49.

* To keep steady on the right path - by Allah’s will - do the following;:

1) Learn more about Islam, understand the meanings of the Quran,
and do not hesitate to ask about what you do not know.

2) Read the Prophet's biography and learn about the companions and
the prominent figures of Islam.

3) Observe prayers on time. (a male must observe Salah in the Mosque
and attend the Friday sermon and prayer).

4) Always accompany good and righteous Muslims and sit with them.

* Try to learn and study the Arabic language more -the language of
the Quran and the Prophet, may Allah exalt his mention- in order to
have a better understanding of your religion.

* Attract others to Islam by:
a) Applying Islam in your daily life, loving it, and meeting its obligations.

b) Treating others with respect and properly executing your work. Just
exemplify a good Muslim character to make others feel the influence
of Islam on your life.

The Basic Islamic Lessons
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* You will be granted the same reward as that of anyone you succeed
to guide to Islam. First of all, kindly invite your family and friends to
Islam. Present a cassette, book, or even a brochure to the one you
are inviting because this will help in clarifying the message you want
to convey. Always recourse to Allah for help, ask Him to grant you
success and guide others to Islam.

« Never pass a ruling on behalf of your religion unless you are absolutely
sure it is correct. In pursuit of knowledge, you must only inquire
about Islam from people trusted for their honesty and religious
knowledge.

* Never participate in non-Islamic occasions such as Christmas, New
Year, and Valentine's Day...etc because you are a Muslim and your
religion is the true religion of God. We only have two Islamic Eids
(festivals): one is the first day of the tenth lunar month (named Shawal)
and the other is the tenth day of the twelfth lunar month (named
Thul-Hijjah).

» When you intend to do a good deed, do it for the sake of Allah and ¢
His reward.

* Always depend on Allah and resort to Him in all that concerns you.
Thank Allah for His kindness and remember that you always need
Allah's help and assistance..

» Always remember that Allah is seeing you. That He is always with you
because He fully knows what you're doing and what you're up to.
Bear in mind that Allah is able to do whatever He wants.

« Whenever you commit a sin, turn to Allah in repentance, ask Him
forgiveness, and never despair or say, "I have committed many sins,
therefore, I won't repent”. Never hold a negative attitude about Allah
because Allah is very Merciful, Most Forgiving.

» Do you want success and prosperity? | suppose you do, so be patient
because the path to Hell Fire in the Hereafter is very easy and everyone
can take this path easily (but the consequences are extremely
appalling and regrettable!). On the other hand, the path to Paradise
is not that easy, therefore, you must maintain patience, keep steady,
and have control over your lusts and evil desires to win this priceless
reward.

- SURAT AL-FATIHAH

1. (Bismillaahir Rahmaannir Raheem): In the Name of Allah the Most Gracious the Most
Merciful. That is I start with the Name of Allah, so that it may help me to recite, and
thereupon win Allah's acceptance. <

2. (Alhamdu lillaahi Rabbil aalameen): All the praises and thanks are to Allah, the Lord
of the Aalamiin (mankind, jinn and all that exists). That is all the praises are offered to
Allah who truly deserves all praise for He is the Originator of all creation, the Disposer
of all its affairs, the Sustainer of all creation with His bounties and the One who blesses |
the righteous with guidance and faith.

3. (Ar-Rahmaanir Raheem): The Most Gracious, the Most Merciful. That is the One whose
mercy has encompassed all creation, and the One who dedicates the believers with
special mercy. \

4. (Maaliki Yaumiddeen): The Only Owner (and the Only Ruling Judge) of the Day of
Recompense (i.e. the Day of Resurrection). That is He is the only One who owns the
Day of Resurrection, the Day of Recompense and Reckoning of deeds.

5. (lyyaka nabudu wa-iyyaka nastaeen): You (Alone) we worship, and You (Alone) we
ask for help (for each and everything). That is We devote our worship only to You
(Allah) Alone, and we seek only Your assistance and help in our affairs.

6. ( Ihdinasiratal mustageem): Guide us to the Straight Way. That is guide us and keep
us steadfast on the Right Path (Islam).

7. (Siralalatheena Anamta alaihim, ghairil magh-duubi alaihim wala-daalleen): The way
of whom You have bestowed Your Grace, not (the way) of those who earned Your Anger |
(such as the Jews), nor those who went astray (such as the Christians). .
That is guide us to the way of Prophets and righteous believers who are blessed by
Allah, and save us from taking the way of the mischievous who earned nothing but
Allah's Anger, those who knew the truth but rejected it (i.e. the Jews), and save us
from taking the way of those who went astray and sought truth by taking other than
Allah’s path; Hence, adopted a wrong way of worship (i.e. Christians).

* The Quran starts with this chapter which is the greatest Surah in the Noble Quran. It
contains valuable instructions for every Muslim: to remember Allah and praise Him by
remembering his bounties, the greatness of His dominion and the beauty of His Names. It also
instructs the Muslim to remember the Hereafter and be prepared for it by doing good deeds,
devoting worship to Allah Alone and not offering it for the sake of other than Allah. This great
Surah exhorts the Muslim to seek Allah's help, depend on Him Alone and never recourse to or
depend on other than Allah no matter what happens. It also teaches every Myslim to supplicate
Allah in the best manner, ask Him for guidance to Islam, righteousness and goodness, and tells
him to feel happy with Islam and encourages him to be contented with success in obeying Allah
as this is the greatest bounty one could ever receive. In addition, it teaches the Muslim to wish >
and ask guidance for others, help his brethren in calling for this religion, make good relations
with Muslims, love the righteous, believe in the infidelity of Jews and Christians and never
imitate them in their religion. Furthermore, it establishes the ruling that every Muslim must
learn more about Islam and practice its teachings in order to worship Allah in the best manner.
The Muslim must not let his practices contradict his knowledge like what the Jews do and must
not worship Allah in a manner that Allah has not legislated like what the Christians do.
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" SURAT AL-ASR (THE TIME)

1-2) (Wal asr. Innal insaana lafee khusr): By time. Verily, man is in loss.
Here, Allah swears by time that man is in loss and misery.

3) (lllallatheena aamanuu waamilus saalihaati watawaasau bil haqqi watawaasau bissabr):
Except those who believe (in Islamic Monotheism) and do righteous good deeds, and
recommend one another to the truth (i.e. order one another to perform all kinds of good
deeds which Allah has ordained, and abstain from all kinds of sins and evil deeds which
Allah has forbidden), and recommend one another to patience (for the sufferings, harms
and injuries which one may encounter in Allah's Cause during preaching his religion of
Islamic Monotheism or Jihad).

 SURAT AL-HUMAZAH (THE SLANDERER)

1) (Wailul likulli humazatil lumazah): Woe to every slanderer and backbiter.

The verse refers to every backbiter who deserves evil and doom for injuring people in
there own rights during their absence, and the same goes to that who makes fun of others
by imitation, gesture or any other means of derision.

2) (Allathee jamaa maalaw waaddadah): Who has gathered wealth and counted it. That is
the one who gathered a lot of wealth and counted it very thoroughly (as a sign of being
very stingy).

3) (Yahsabu annamaalahu akhladah): He thinks that his wealth will make him live forever!
That is he thinks that all the wealth he has gathered, without spending from it, will guarantee
him an everlasting life in this world and upon that will be able to escape recompense and
reckoning (in the Hereafter)!

4) (Kallaa layumbathanna fil hutamah): Nay! Verily, he will be thrown into the crushing Fire.
That is the situation will not be as he thinks. In fact, he will be cast into a Fire that crushes
everything that is thrown into it.

5) (Wamaa adraaka mal-hutamah): And what makes you know what the crushing Fire is?

6-7) (Naarullaahil muuqadah, Allatee ta-taliau alal af-idah): The Fire of Allah kindled, which
leaps up over the hearts.

That is the Fire of Allah whose heat of which penetrates its way to the evil hearts.

8-9) (Innahaa alaihim mu’-sadah. Fee amadim mumaddadah): Verily, it shall be closed upon
them, in pillars stretched forth (i.e. they will be punished in the Fire with pillars), and they
will not be able to escape the Fire nor receive anything that would please them therein.

SURAT AL-FIEL (THE ELEPHANT)

1) (Alam tara kaifa fa ala Rabbuka bi as-haabil feel): Have you (O Mohammad) not seen how
your Lord dealt with the owners of the Elephant? (i.e. The Elephant army which came from
Yemen under the command of Abrahah Al-Ashram in an attempt to destroy the Ka'bah at
Makkah forty years before the Prophet, may Allah exalt his mention, was born).

2) (Alam yajal kaidahum fee tadleel): Did He not make their plot go astray?

3-4) (wa arsala alaihim tairan ababeel. Tarmeehim bi hijaaratim min sijjeel): And He sent
against them birds in flocks, striking them with stones of Sijjeel (baked clay).

5) (Faja alahum ka asfim ma’kuul): And He made them like an empty field of stalks (of which
the corn has been eaten up by cattle).
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SURAT QURAISH (THE TRIBE OF QURAISH)

1-2) (Li iilaafi quraish. Ilaafihim rihlatashitaa’i wassaif): It is a great Grace and Protection from
Allah for the taming of the Quraish, (And with all those Allah’s Grace and Protections for
their taming, We cause) the (Quraish) caravans to set forth safe in the winter (to the south)
and in summer (to the north without any fear).

3) (Fal yabudu Rabba haathal bait): So let them worship (Allah) the Lord of this House (the
Ka'bah in Makkah).

That is they should thank and worship Allah for having chosen them as servants of Kabbah
and having received people's respect for that.

4) (Allathi at amahum min-juuau wa-aamanahum min khauf): He who has fed them against
hunger, and made them safe from fear.

This is because Makkah is a barren valley, and Allah has eased means of acquiring prosperity
and sustenance for them through safe and profitable trading. Therefore Quraish's high
status in the eyes of other people has rendered them a fine commercial prestige in an
atmosphere of security and safety while other people at that time lived in fear and poverty.

~ SURAT AL-MAAUN (THE UTENSIL)

1) (Ara-aital lathi yukathibu biddeen): Have you seen him who denies the Recompense!

2) (Fathalikal-lathi Yaduaul yateem): That is he who repulses the orphan (harshly)...because
of him being heedless of what's awaiting him in the Hereafter.

3) (Wala yahudu ala ta amilmiskeen): And urges not on the feeding of the poor (as sign of his
disbelief in the Last Day).

4-5) (Fawailul lil-musaleen. Allatheena hum an salaatihim saahuun): So woe unto those
performers of Salat (i.e. the hypocrites). Those who delay their Salat ( from their fixed
times).

This verse discloses the reality of hypocrites. That they are careless and unserious about
upholding and performing the Salat in its proper time and proper manner.

6) (Allathina hum yuraa’uun): Those who do good deeds only to be seen (of men) i.e. in
order to receive other's praises and compliments.

7) (Wayam-na aunal maa aun): And unjustly seize other people’s property after having
borrowed them and refuse to offer small favors out of stinginess.

SURAT AL-KAUTHAR (THE RIVER IN PARADISE)

1) (Innaa aatainaakal Kauthar): Verily, We have granted you (O Mohammad) Al-Kauthar (a
river in Paradise).
The Messenger of Allah, may Allah exalt his mention, said, "It is a river in Paradise which
my Rubb has granted me, it abounds in plenty of bounty; my People will arrive at it on the
Day of Resurrection, (and) its utensils are like heavenly objects (stars and planets) in number*
narrated by Muslim.

2) (Fasalli lirabbika wanhar): Therefore turn in prayer to your Lord and sacrifice (to Him
only).

3) (Inna shaani'aka huwal abtar): For he who hates you (O Mohammad), he will be cut off
(from posterity and every good thing in this world and in the Hereafter).

1) (qul yaa ayyuhal kaafiruun). Say: (O Mohammad to these Mushrikin and Kafirun): "O Al-
Kafirun (The deniers of Allah's bounties and disbelievers in Allah, in His Oneness, in His ;
Angels, Books, Messengers, in the Day of Resurrection, and Al-Qadar)! '
2) (Laa aabudu maa ta buduun): 1 worship not that which you worship i.e. idols and other
false gods.
3) (Walaa antum aabiduuna maa aabud): Nor will you worship that which I worship i.e. Allah
the One who deserves sincere worship.
4) (Walaa ana aabidum ma abadtum): And I shall not worship that which you are worshipping
i.e. idols and other false gods.
5) (Walaa antum aabiduuna maa aabud): Nor will you worship that which I worship.
6) (Lakum deenukum waliyadeen): To you be your religion and to me my religion (Islamic
Monotheism).
1) (Itha jaa‘a nasr-ullaahi wal fath): When there comes help of Allah (to you, O Mohammad 2

against your enemies) and the conquest (of Makkah).

2) (Wa ra‘aitan naasa yadkhuluuna fee deenillaahi afawaaja): And you see that people enter
Allah's religion (Islam) in crowds.

3) (Fasabbih bihamdi Rabbika wastaghfirhu, innahu kaana tawaaba): So glorify the Praises
of your Lord, and ask His forgiveness (and be ready to meet Him). Verily, He is the One who
accepts the repentance and who forgives.

SURAT AL-MASAD (THE PALM FIBER)

1) (Tabbat yadaa Abi Lahabiw watabb): Perish the two hands of Abu Lahab (an uncle of the
Prophet) and perish he.

2) (Maa aghnaa anhu maaluhu wamaa kasab): His wealth and children will not benefit him.

3-4) (Sayaslaa naaran thata lahab. Wamra‘atuhuu hammaalatal hatab): He will be burnt in a
Fire of blazing flames. And his wife, too, who carries wood (thorns of Sa'dan which she
used to put in the way of the Prophet, or used to slander him)

5) (Fee jeedihaa hablum mim masad): In her neck is a twisted rope of Masad (palm fiber).

SURAT AL-IKHLAS (THE SINCERITY)

(qul huwallaauhu ahad): Say (O Mohammad), “He is Allah, (the) One.

(Allaahussamad): “Allah- the Self-Sufficient Master, Whom all creatures need, (He neither
eats nor drinks).

(Lam yalid walam yuulad): “He begets not nor was He begotten.

(Walam yakul lahuu kufuwan ahad): “And there is no co-equal and comparable unto Him
(in His Self, Attributes, Names or disposals)”.
